Approve Minutes from January 30, 2020- Minutes from 1/30/20 were approved msc Shaffer/Wilbur
General Business (30 min)
1. Presentation of Downtown upgrades and opportunities for public art by Guest Speaker: Brett Miller, City Manager (Uranda)- PARC welcomed Celina Stotler from SBC Integrated Waste Management who gave a presentation on downtown upgrades, including the parklets, new waste receptables and bike racks. Stotler suggested that there were opportunities to customize the waste receptables with a City logo or public art. Member Laine and Stotler also shared a new public art opportunity for a Bike Rack Mural Project, where 4-6 bike rack murals could be commissioned by the City using COG funding for transportation-related projects. Laine and Stotler cited projects from the City of Atlanta and Redwood City as examples. Stotler also had examples in her presentation about bike rack fabricators, such as Dero. Member Rosette reminded the committee and special guests that PARC is not tasked with doing the actual designing of city logos or other artwork, but can review proposals from RFQs and make recommendations to the city on public art projects.  Rosette referenced the Design Logo RFQ that PARC reviewed for the McCarthy Park water tower emblem, as an example. Laine also referenced the Utility Box Mural Project as an example of how the Bike Rack Mural Project could work. Stotler and Laine will continue to work on a proposal, including timeline and costs, to be presented to the City.
2. Discuss Committee member terms and next steps (Uranda/Laine)- City Manager Brett Miller joined the meeting to discuss how the City’s committee appointments work, explaining that the vacant PARC seat will be appointed by City Council in January.  Member Laine also said that the Arts Council has 2 seats that are at term and will appoint 2 members in January, as well.
3. Schedule next Special Meeting for December (Uranda)- Since the regular PARC December meeting would fall on Christmas Day, PARC members agreed to a special meeting on 12/18/20.
Announcements (5 min)- Member Wilbur inquired about the City of Hollister Mural on the Granada Building and asked if anything could be done to refurbish that mural.  Member Schaffer said she would confirm who owned that building.  Member Rosette said that even if the mural was paid for with public funding (RDA), it still belongs to the building owner since it was installed on a privately owned building.  So working with the building owner would be key on any kind of refurbishment project.
