2D artists (painting, photography) shall exhibit either 

●​ 1 piece (no larger than 30”x40”) 
●​ OR 2 small pieces (no larger than 18”x20”)  

-3D artists (sculpture, pottery, jewelry, glass) shall exhibit 

●​ 1 piece 
All artwork must include a label on the back with Name, Artwork title, Medium, and Price.  

All artworks must be ready for hanging or display* 

2D pieces must be framed with a taut hanging wire securely attached and labeled with 
the artist’s name on the back. 3D artists need to label their pieces and include any 
necessary display accessories (i.e. stands if applicable). 

Disclaimer: We reserve the right to not present work that is improperly prepared for display or 
hanging or in excess of the above stated size limitation requirements.
